Frankie Groff moved that the minutes of the May meeting be approved. COL Herb Segal, USA (Ret) seconded it and it passed.

Treasurer COL Ken Hillman, USMC (Ret) presented the treasurer’s report. We have a small budget surplus at this time. We have not received the $800 requested from National.

President CW4 Jay Garbus, USA (Ret) reported that he has not received notice of the LOE awards yet. He is still working on some items from the video call with Capt. Jim Carman, USN (Ret). Herb Segal stated that national is not making plans more than 3 months out. Jay suggested that Triangle set the date for their anniversary and then request General Kelly’s presence. Herb is disappointed in the demise of the Gold Bar program, but it is expensive and did not result in new members. Erin is working on a flow chart for membership in a question and answer format.

1st Vice President CDR Ken Klassen, USN (Ret) said that membership across the state is doing pretty well. He will have more information at the July meeting. The focus is on raising the percentage of national members who are also members of a local chapter.  There is a lot of information on the national website about membership for Chapters to access and use. Ken is working with Lorna and Sunshine to set up tables and rooms for our activities on the November cruise. COL Jeri Graham, USA (Ret) will bring patriotic items for decorations. Our speaker’s topic is World War II and Herb mentioned that Great Courses has a World War II class available for purchase if anyone is interested. 

Immediate Council Past President COL Jim Brumit, USA (Ret) reported no change in the satellite plans since last month. As Chairman of the Nominating Committee, he said that Chapter presidents will get an email from him within the next six weeks asking for interest in becoming involved in Council, as an officer or in a support position. Presidents are asked to distribute the email to their members to get interest from any of them. 

LTC Joe Anderson, USA (Ret) said that Charlotte-Metrolina Chapter’s 50th anniversary gala was very successful with over 100 attendees. Council presidents were there from Georgia and South Carolina. It represented 18 months of planning. Congrats to the Chapter.

Jeri Graham worked a MOAA tent near the World War II Memorial.  She recruited new MOAA members and held pinning ceremonies for Viet Nam Veterans.

Capt. Donna Culp, USAF (Fmr) thanked Jim Brumit for his work on satellites. National will send a limited number of post cards in specified zip codes. Western Chapter will hold another Meet and Greet. Biltmore is a supporter of military and the veteran community. They want to hire Veterans and also have Veterans be volunteer tour guides. They will be holding a Job Fair for Veterans soon. While in DC for Advocacy in Action, Donna was injvited to and attended a reception for the President of South Korea at the White House. Her husband John took over her appointments for Advocacy in Action.
