NCCC Minutes meeting January 2025

Minutes from the meeting 16 JAN 25.

The monthly meeting of the North Carolina Council of Chapters was called to order by President CW4 Jay Garbus at 10:05 on Thursday, January 16, 2025. After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance together, Chaplain COL Malcolm Roberts gave the Opening Prayer. All voting officers and ten Chapters were present, making a quorum. 

COL Greg Williamson moved to accept the December minutes which had been emailed. COL Jeri Graham seconded it and it passed.

Col Ken Hillman presented the treasurer's report and the 2025 budget. They are filed as reported. Chapter Presidents have received instructions on calculating dues. Eight chapters acknowledged receiving them and four have paid their dues. 

Chapters are now "Affiliates" of national MOAA, a change from "Affairs".

First Vice President CDR Ken Klassen reported that seven cabins have been reserved for the cruise, but we hope to have 20 cabins for a fun, social cruise. Make your reservation ASAP, and the deposit is refundable. 

Semi-Annual Reports are due NOW. Directions on completing them are on the website. 

2nd Vice President COL Dana Tucker reported on Advocacy in Action. LCDR Mark Sandvigen and COL Tucker will represent the Council. 

3rd Vice President LTC Tricia Vinson reported that the NC General Assembly will resume on January 29th. No bills look specific to Veterans.

Immediate Past President COL Jim Brumit reported that the Finance Committe met to consider the toll that Hurricane Helene had on Veterans in western North Carolina. The Council is applying for a grant from National MOAA of $5000. The Finance Committee  moves that the Council approve $2,000.00 to be used for the purpose of providing money for chapters to provide relief to those North Carolina veterans who have suffered as a result of Hurricane Helene.  No second is required for a committee motion. After much discussion, COL Brumit called the question, and the motion passed 10 to 3. 

COL Brumit asked chapters to check their By-Laws to be sure they state that the chapter is an AFFILIATE of the NCCOC and National MOAA for insurance purposes. 

COL Jeri Graham stated that virtual chapters have provided Hurricane relief through the WeCare Program. She recognized Suzanne Walker and General Joseph Lynch who are leaving their positions at National. 

COL Brumit moved to adjourn.  CAPT Allan Turner seconded it and it passed. The meeting adjourned at 11:18.
